Current
and former professional Bundesliga players featured in TV commercials,
printed advertisements and social media to show their support for the
young talents headed for the Olympic Games.

This partnership between professional football and Deutsche Sporthilfe
goes back to the 2008 Olympic Games in Peking.
Since 2010, the Bundesliga Foundation has provided financial support of
more than two million euros to promote the development of promising
young talents. To date, the athletes who have received support have won
eight Olympic medals (three gold, four silver and one bronze) plus
numerous titles and medals in world and European championships as well
as other major competitions such as the European Games.
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
